
Greetings House of Yahweh Member, 
 
I am writing to you because we are taught that in order to receive an answer we should ask at Abel.  The 
following information that I am submitting to you deals with controversial topics.  When these questions 
have been presented to Abel in the past, I was unable to receive an answer. 
 
Please read this information.  You will see that there are two distinct Seven Year Prophecies that the House 
of Yahweh (Pastor) has taught in the past concerning the missing week in Daniyl.  The first Seven Year 
prophecy starts with the death of Yaaqob in 1991.  The second SevenYear prophecy starts at the signing of 
the Oslo Peace Accord in 1993.  
 
I have enclosed a letter that was written by the Pastor’s brother, Yaaqob, in 1986.  Yaaqob says some 
alarming things that seem to have come to pass about Pastor’s teaching and interpretation of prophecy. 
 
Furthermore, through Pastor’s writings, it appears that he has misrepresented himself and prophecy.  I am 
only asking that this information be read and studied by Abel for me to receive an answer.  
 
Pages A and B are a copy from the Prophetic Word Magazine 11/94 and details Pastor’s writings of the 
Seven Year Prophecy (that no one speaks of) starting on March 22, 1991 with the death of his brother, 
Yaaqob.  Pages A and B correspond with Page 1.  
 
Page C is a copy from the Prophetic Word Magazine 4/5 1997 and details Pastor’s writings of the Seven 
Year Prophecy starting on October 13, 1993.  Page C corresponds with Page 2. 
 
Pages D is a handout from Pastor and Page E is a copy from various issues of the Prophetic Word Magazine 
and details Pastor’s writings of the Seven Year Prophecy with 3 ½ years added to the Midst.  Pages D and E 
correspond with Page 3. 
 
Page F is a copy from various issues of the Prophetic Word Magazine and details Pastor’s writings of the 
Seven Year Prophecy with 7 years added to the Midst.  Page F corresponds with Page 4. 
 
Pages G and H are copies of a letter written by Pastor’s brother, Yaaqob, in 1986.  Pages G and H 
correspond with Page 5. 
 
Page I is a copy of an excerpt taken from the internet of Yaaqob’s letter and is more legible.  Page I 
corresponds with Page 5. 
 
Page J  is a copy from various issues of the Prophetic Word Magazine and details Pastor’s writings 
regarding the Two Witnesses.  Page J corresponds with Page 5. 
 
Pages K and L are copies of pages 20, 21 & 26 from, The Blessings of Yahweh and How to Receive Them 
Copyright, 1984.  Pages K and L correspond with Page 6. 
 
Page M is a copy from various issues of the Prophetic Word Magazine and details Pastor’s remarks.  Page

Page N is a copy taken from the internet regarding the history of the name  Abilene, Kansas and Abilene, 
Texas.

Pages A and B are taken from the Prophetic Word Magazine 11/94.  Please locate one and read it for 
yourself. 
 
Pastor believes that the death of his brother, Yaaqob, March 22, 1991 started the Seven Year Prophecy 
spoken of in Daniyl (i.e. the missing week).  He also believed that Tabernacles, September 22, 1994 was the 
Midst of the Seven Year Prophecy.   He believed it was the Midst because he was “being betrayed”.  On July 
16, 1994 Jupiter was bombarded by a comet (He believed this was the war in heaven spoken of in 
Revelations and Hillel was cast to earth.)  He had just published the Slavery and Marriage book.  He also 
was taken to court during this time.  Using his knowledge of the Catholic Church prophecy of Mary given 10 
years (starting September 18, 1988) to bring peace to the earth and (ending September 18, 1998); this fits the 
Seven Year Prophecy to a tee.  The only thing is, this prophecy was based on his own personal life and the 
Catholic Church prophecy, not scriptures. 
 
The Oslo Peace Accord had been signed on September 13, 1993 and went into effect October 13, 1993.  You 
can clearly see Pastor did not recognize nor use this information no where in this Seven Year Prophecy.  
How then can a prophet, whose job is to foretell future events use his own personal situation as a prophecy?   
And 13 months later, in the Prophetic Word Magazine 11/94, he did not recognize the agreement between 
Israel and Palestine in his interpretation of Daniyl’s missing week prophecy!

You will notice, on Page C, through Pastor’s writings in the Prophetic Word Magazine 4/97, please get one 
and read it for yourself, that he is using an entirely new prophecy.  He will never again mention and no one 
else in the House of Yahweh will mention the first false prophecy of 1991 – 1998! 
 
After all of this did not come to pass in his first prophecy, according to Yisrayl’s interpretation of Daniyl’s 
missing week, he changed the details. 
 

• He changed from using the death of his brother, Yaaqob, in March of 1991 to the signing of the Oslo 
Peace Accord in September of 1993 (not into effect until October 13, 1993) as the start of the Seven 
Year Prophecy.   

• In this prophecy he adds Comet Hale Bopp bringing Hillel to earth in April of 1997.  Therefore, he 
changed the Midst of the Seven Year Prophecy to April 1997.   

• Pastor still uses the Catholic Church prophecy of Mary given 10 years beginning September 1988 and 
ending in September 1998.

He laid the foundation for a period of 3 ½ years to be placed in the time 
period known as the Midst of the Seven Year Prophecy.   

• This new interpretation of prophecy changed his previous two prophecies regarding the 10 years 
given to Mary to bring peace.

You can see for yourself, and hopefully read for yourself the Prophetic Word Magazine 2/03 and 4/5 03 and 
6/03.   Pastor now has a 10 ½ year Seven Year Prophecy (1993 – 2004).  He changed the details again.  Only 
one thing, he was wrong again! 
 
If Pastor, himself, can pass out a paper showing he did the research himself on the prophecy adding 3 ½ 
years in the Midst, how can this be changed in the future?  But guess what…it was.  
 
If you will notice, on Insert D at the 
 bottom right hand corner, Pastor is using his birth date of August 28, 1934 to August 28, 2004 
 which is 70 years – ending his generation.

After the First Prophecy that no one speaks of, and the changing of the previous two prophecies, we come to 
the current prophecy giving us a total of four prophecies on Daniyl’s missing week that I know of.  
 

• With a new interpretation of Daniyl 12:7 … a time, and times, and a half…Pastor decided that he had 
not correctly interpreted this detail of the Midst for the two previous prophecies (including the one 
that no one speaks of).  He changed the Midst to seven years instead of 3 ½ years.   

• But now (according to Pastor) he finally interpreted it correctly and now the last 3 ½ years went into 
effect April 2004 and can not be stopped.  The end is NOW in 2007. 

• The Catholic Church prophecy of Mary given 10 years to bring peace to the earth has changed again. 
He NOW begins the 10 years in April 1997 (See Prophetic Word Magazine 9/04 – Timeline).  Pastor 
has shown us that not only can he change the prophecies concerning Daniyl’s missing week again, 
and again, and again but he can change the Catholic Church prophecy again, and again, and again.

 After Pastor’s 70th birthday came and passed on August 28, 2004, Pastor now says that this 
 generation means as long as he is alive. 
  
 You can see for yourself, and hopefully read for yourself the Prophetic Word Magazine 9/04, Pastor    
 now has a 14 year Seven Year Prophecy (1993 – 2007).  
 
Special Note:  I am waiting with intense anticipation for Pastor’s next interpretation of the Midst in the  
  Seven Year Prophecy and how he will use the Catholic Church prophecy of Mary’s 10  
  years.

Pastor writes and teaches that he and his brother, Yaaqob, are the Two Witnesses spoken of in the 
scriptures.  Pastor compares him and his brother in these last days as one witness confirming the other 
witness in order to establish each other as he writes (See Page J), “The fact is there must be two witnesses for 
these Last Days, just as there were in the days of Yahchanan and Yahshua Messiah, Mosheh and Aaron and 
Isayah and Micahyah.”  
 
Yaaqob writes, (See Letter) “…no one at this time knows who the two witnesses are.  They will be two men 
from the House of Yahweh, but Yahweh has not revealed who they are, and you can be assured that they will 
not be teaching what is taught in Abilene.”  If Yaaqob is one of the two witnesses, then he is clearly not 
confirming his brother,Yisrayl, as a witness just as Pastor points out in the above statement, (i.e. ‘Yahchanan 
and Yahshua Messiah’ etc.).  So the matter is not established.  
 
Pastor writes (See Page J), “Yahweh then says, through prophecy, ‘let these Two Witnesses’ foretell the 
things that are coming, and let them proclaim that I am one.” Pastor is stating that he and his brother, 
Yaaqob, can foretell future events. 
 
Yaaqob writes, (See Letter)“…Bill teaches contrary to most of the doctrines of the House of Yahweh.  He is 
also messed up on prophecy.”  If Pastor is correct in his above statement, and fromYaaqob’s letter, and from 
the previous four prophecies Pastor prophesied, we can see that Yaaqob is absolutely correct.  Pastor is 
‘messed up’ on prophecy (i.e. ‘future events’). 
 
Pastor writes (See Page J), “Yahweh’s Two Witnesses are his two official writers, as ready scribes to 
foretell the future events which will take place, just as Yahweh has written in His testimony.”  Pastor is 
stating that he and his brother, Yaaqob, will proclaim future events in their writings. 
 
Yaaqob writes, (See Letter) “The House of Yahweh will be exalted in its location above all other mountains 
and hills in Israyl.  This will be when it returns to Jerusalem.”  Yaaqob foretells that the House of Yahweh 
will return to Jerusalem. 
 
Pastor writes (See Page J), “There are yet other aspects of the things which have been given to Yahweh’s 
two prophets.”   Pastor is stating that he and his brother, Yaaqob, are prophets. 
 
Pastor writes (See Page J), “There is absolutely no warning at all from the inspired Prophets of Yahweh 
concerning any deceiving that Yahweh’s House in Abilene, Texas would ever do.”  Pastor is saying no one 
has ever warned that deception would be taught in the House of Yahweh in Abilene, Texas.  
 
Yaaqob writes, (See Letter) “As to “mountain” in Micah 4:1, meaning a nation, this is pure deception.” He 
goes on to say that the Two Witnesses “would not be teaching what is taught in Abilene.”  Yaaqob also 
writes, “He deceived me into thinking he would.”  Which prophet is telling the truth?  Would a prophet lie?  
It appears that Pastor was wrong in his statement above.  There is a prophet (Yaaqob) that warned that there 
is deception in the House of Yahweh in Abilene.

The scriptures teach us that all prophecy will surely come to pass, and that there is no private interpretation 
of the prophecies. (See Prophetic Word Magazine 7/97 and 8/05) Pastor teaches us that, “All prophecies are 
true and precise.”  He also tells us, “The interpretations of men make it possible for Lucifer to deceive the 
world into believing that it is useless to study, practice, or teach what Yahweh inspired the prophets to 
write.”  Pastor writes, “The false teachers bring only false doctrines, but they are made to appear to be truth.”  
He also goes on to tell us, “Any private interpretation of doctrine will only result in error and a continuation 
of the way of the gods.” 
 
The following is from the pamphlet, The Blessings of Yahweh – How to Receive Them! 1984, pg. 20, 21 
and 26.  On page 20 under the heading ‘Yerusalem Is Not The Place Now’, Pastor uses Isayah 43:27-28.  
Using these two verses, he points out that Yahweh rejected both the Levitical priesthood and Yerusalem 
(Yaaqob and Israyl).  Read for yourself and you will see that in verse 28 the words ‘profaned the princes of 
the sanctuary’ equal the Levitical priesthood and that the words ‘Yaaqob and Israyl’ equal Yerusalem.  He 
confirms this on page 26 when he writes, “…in Yerusalem – the land of Yahdah and the land of Samaria 
were literally dotted with religious groups of all kinds.”  
 
On page 21 Pastor uses the verses in Matthew 23:37-38, “…O Yerusalem! Yerusalem…” to confirm, with 
the Messiah’s own words, that Isayah 43:27-28 is talking about the 12 tribes of Israel (Yerusalem).   
 
In 1984, Pastor uses Isayah 43:28 to establish that Yaaqob and Israel are a nation.  Several years later (I 
don’t know how many) he uses this verse to establish himself and his brother as the Two Witnesses. This 
verse can only describe one or the other. 
 
With Yaaqob’s writings, it has come to pass that he was correct about Pastor’s interpretation of the 
prophecies.  You have read Yaaqob’s interpretation of the Two Witnesses (not knowing who they are) and 
Pastor’s interpretation of Isayah 43:27-28 (that Yaaqob and Israyl are a nation); with knowing what Pastor 
teaches and reading what his brother, Yaaqob, writes regarding the prophecies, the Two Witnesses, and the 
House of Yahweh in Abilene, the truth seems to fall on the side of the scriptures and Yaaqob.

We are taught to live by every word that proceeds from the Fathers mouth.  Some teach that Yisrayl Hawkins 
has begotten us through the message and that he has become our Father.  So, should we not live by what 
literally comes out of his mouth?   
 
1)  In the Prophetic Word Magazine  4/97 and 6/03 Pastor writes, “I wrote The Mark of the Beast 
     Volume I and II in the 1970’s…”  
 
 FACT:  The books, The Mark of the Beast Volume I and II were written in 1985 and 1986. 
 
2) In the Prophetic Word Magazine 1/04 Pastor writes, “This is the 25th year of the Prophetic Word   
    Magazine, the magazine of understanding.” 
 
 FACT:  The first newsletter published called World News and Bible Prophecy Messenger  
    was first published in 1981 and was not called the Prophetic Word Magazine. 
 
3) In the Prophetic Word Magazine 4/95 Pastor writes, “Look on any globe, find the city of Yerusalem,   
    Israyl, then go directly West, you will move directly to the city of Abilene, Texas”! 
 
 FACT:  Abilene, Texas latitude is 32 degree 25’N 
    Yerusalem, Israyl latitude is 31 degree 47’N 
     Latitude is the distance north and south of the equator   
    A degree of latitude is about 69 miles   
    The difference between Abilene, Texas and Yerusalem, Israyl is approximately      
    .98 degrees rounding off is 1 degrees difference   
    A degree equals 69 miles  

• If you go due west from Yerusalem, Israyl you will come to Brownwood, Texas and continue straight 
through the United States passing through El Paso, Texas. 

 
4) On the cover of the 2006 House of Yahweh Calendar Pastor is pictured standing pointing to a sign that  
     says, ‘Abelin Welcomes You’. 
 
 FACT:  He is standing at the gate entrance to the House of Yahweh sanctuary located in  Clyde,  
    Texas 79510. 
 
5) In the book The Two Witnesses, pg. 40, Pastor writes, “The rain will soon be cut off again, as it was in  
    the days of Yliyah.  This time, it will not rain for one thousand two hundred sixty days – but this soon-   
    coming Time Period will begin the last seven years of Satan’s rule upon the earth.  This seven year   
    period is known as the great tribulation – and for the ‘first 1260 days’ of this period, there will be no     
    rain.”  Please read this for yourself. 
 
 FACT:  The rain did not stop during the first 1260 days (3 ½ years) of the Seven Year Period.

6) On numerous occasions Pastor has stated that Abilene,Texas was named after Abilene 
    as referred to in Luke 3:1.   
 
 FACT:  Abilene, Kansas’ home page states (See Page N), “The name Abilene means city of the  
                          plains and was selected from Luke 3:1 in the Bible by Eliza Hersey, the wife of Abilene’s 
    founder Timothy Hersey.” 
 
   Abilene, Texas’ home page states, “C.W. Merchant apparently suggested the name   
                         Abilene, after the Kansas cattle town.” 
 
7) In the Prophetic Word Magazine 10/00 pg. 2, Pastor writes, “The fulfillment of these prophecies were   
    taught in advance by the House of Yahweh.  They are explained in detail in our books The Mark of the    
    Beast, Vol. I and Vol.II and The End.”  

 FACT:  In The Mark of the Beast Volume I and Volume II, Copyright 1985 and 1986, no  
    prophecy is written stating that a Seven Year Peace Plan would be confirmed by a  
    man named Rabin.  The name Rabin is not in the book.  There is no prophecy written in  
    the book stating that the Seven Year Peace Plan would be shut down.  The book does  
    speak of a Seven Year Period with no breaks or shut downs in between. 
 
8) In the Prophetic Word Magazine 6/01 Special Edition several members of the House of Yahweh refer  
    to the Pastor with the title of Doctor.  Can Pastor tell the congregation where he received his degree? 
 
9)  In the book, The Two Witnesses, pg. 42, Pastor writes, “Yaaqob’s prophetic office was finished on      
     Friday, March 22, 1991.  It was given toYaaqob to write about the 1260 days – those cast about with 
     darkness, during the last half of the Great Tribulation.  Yaaqob has performed his Prophetic Office 
     completely.”  Please read this for yourself.  Where are Yaaqob’s writings about the 1260 days of the  
     last half of the tribulation?   

10)  In the book, The Mark of the Beast, Vol. I, pg. 176, ‘Rehearsal of the Schedule of Events’, Pastor 
        writes…  1. The Temple is Rebuilt  
  2. The Strong Covenant of Seven Years is made  
  3. First 3 ½ years…The Two Witnesses prophesy while, wars, famine, disease and earthquakes caused by 
         nuclear explosions are coming to pass  
  4. Midst of the Week – Seven Year Period – Satan is cast from heaven and makes war against the Two    
        Witnesses and the Group that brings forth Yahshua, and Satan kills the Two Witnesses 
  5. Last 3 ½ years of the Seven Year Period the Earth is completely ruled by Satan!  The Two Witnesses   
            are without burial while the World rejoices over their deaths! 
  6. Yahshua returns to earth!  The righteous in Yahweh are Resurrected while the Living in Yahweh are      
           changed.  
  7. The Kingdom of Yahweh begins. 
  
FACT:  #1, #3, #4, #5, #6 and #7 – None of this has come to pass.  #2 went -- 7 years -10 ½ years -14 years. 
 
 
 
In the U.S. News and World Report Magazine, January 2, 2006, pg. 92, article ‘Liar, Liar, Pants on Fire!’  
Prof. Robert Feldman at theUniversity of Massachusetts Amherst, conducted a study regarding Why People 
Lie.  He concluded that, “Men lied to misrepresent themselves, while women lied more often to ease 
conversation and make the other party feel better.” 
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As for Pastor’s interpretations of the 613 laws of Yahweh, it is taught by the House of Yahweh that in order 
to receive an answer ‘ask at Abel’.  This teaching is a mainstay in the House of Yahweh’s doctrine.  Why 
then, is there not one law that states, ‘ask at Abel’? 
 
Concerning the law of appearing before Yahweh – Exodus 19:10-11, vs. 10 – “Then Yahweh said to 
Mosheh: Go to the people and set them apart today, and tomorrow let them wash their clothes, vs. 11 – and 
let them be ready for the third day; for on the third day Yahweh will come down upon Mt. Sinai in the sight 
of all the people.”
